Funding Supports School District’s One-to-One Computing Initiative

St. Joseph, Mich. — The F.S. Upton Foundation recently awarded the St. Joseph Public
Schools (SJPS) Foundation a $75,000 grant. The funds will be distributed over the next
three years for the district’s One-to-One Computing project. The project is designed to
supply each student, grades 6-12, with a laptop computer, netbook or iPad. This will
allow each student to access information and classroom presentations from anywhere at
any time. It will also let students use digital textbooks, take online classes and do
presentations from different locations.

The SJPS Foundation has committed $200,000 over the next three years to help the St.
Joseph Public Schools accomplish its One-to-One Computing goal. The Foundation
has adopted the motto: “Giving all our students the world at their fingertips.”

The F.S. Upton Foundation grant is a significant contribution toward raising funds for
the initiative. Based on the terms of the grant, the SJPS Foundation will need to match
the $25,000 awarded by the F.S. Upton Foundation each year. The SJIPS Foundation
President Bill Marohn said, “The F.S. Upton Foundation has once again demonstrated
its commitment to our community and the students in the St. Joseph Public Schools.
We are grateful for their donation and will seek support from other donors to match
their generous contribution.”

The St Joseph Public Schools Foundation has been the recipient of F.S. Upton
Foundation support over the years. In addition to this present grant, it has also received
grants to help with construction of a community sign and the renovation of the Upton
Planetarium at the district’s Upton Middle School.
